Purpose of the job:

To clean in and around the poolside of the School swimming pool and to undertake pool checks and maintenance 
Context:

Stowe School occupies Stowe House and about 200 acres of the Stowe estate, and is located in Stowe’s world-famous landscape gardens set in 880 acres. Stowe School is an independent co-educational boarding School with approximately 890 pupils. There are around 500 full and part-time staff with 80 staff and their families living on site. The National Trust manages the landscape gardens and opens the grounds to over 200,000 visitors a year. Stowe House is open to the public during the School holidays and, for guided tours, during term time.

· To monitor equipment performance and report to the Engineering Manager on operational and maintenance issues.

· To undertake minor repairs where required to the swimming pool facility.
· A good knowledge of Health & Safety issues associated with the running of a swimming pool facility.
· Undertake tasks within the Estates Maintenance Team for general repairs around the Schools within the Stowe Group.
Training will be offered for the right candidate – Pool Plant Operators Certificate.
Schedule 

DAILY (AM)

Stack chairs and tidy up around the pool deck
Put blue plastic mats on a chair to get them out of the way

Pool Deck

Sweep floor
Dilute chemicals into a watering can as per directions
Scrub floor with broom – do not let chemicals dry out
Rinse with water
Clean gullies

Diving Blocks & Black tiles
Spray chemical onto the blocks and tiles, scrub and rinse with water

Clean white boards

ONCE PER WEEK

Scum Line (this is located on the tiles at the water level)
Spray with chemical on to a green scouring pad and scrub scum line
Dust frames
Clean blue plastic mats with chemical and rinse with water
